Mr. Chewcaski’s letter 06210 to
Borough Administrator Kunze reports that N.J.$1B:11-78 would supersede any municipal ordinance or
regulation; therefore, this matter was tabled.

ILLNESSOUTBREAKS

Inspector McGrath addressed the Board about twesH outbreaks that had occurred over the spaweék
at two different restaurants in town. Inspectiohboth restaurants were satisfactory and swalmeesesults
were fine. The food that was served was not albalfor testing. None of the attendees who becdkhmvent
for stool testing; therefore, a definitive diagisosould not be determined. Inspector McGrath &oded to
the public health nurses at the County and Vdflegpital all the information obtained from the istigations
she and Inspector Jernick conducted. No furthiéoi-up was done due to the lack of a diagno¥isth a
Norovirus circulating, it was felt that this wadmetmost likely cause of both outbreaks.

RABIES

Inspector McGrath reported that a cat that had beqnarantine had died. The head was sent totdinefor
testing and the results came back negative; thiere¢ie owner of the cat did not need post expasinies
shots..
